· 1 of 2 four’ benches have been set (the other one will be in place by this weekend

· KNOWN BUT TO GOD marker is being engraved and should be in place by the weekend

· Gazebo on order and should be on the mountain by the August 13-14 dedication date.  The company is called Valley Utilities Building and is the same company that built the ones for the state of Virginia.  They are handicap accessible.

· Split Rail Fence is on order via Lowes and should be up by this weekend.

· 5 36x36 stones for the names of those that fought in the war on order via Appalachian Monument

· Flagpoles are in and should be in place by this weekend IF Childers will drill the 36” holes so we can pour the cement and allow it to cure for at least 2 days.

· Ribbons/bows will be along the fence railing for the dedication

· Wreathes will be purchased to place around the monument by different organizations.
