From the Quill of the Lt. Commander:

The School of the Company, held on the Stuart Robinson campus in Letcher County on April 19 and 20, was attended by several members of the Ben Caudill Camp. Saturday’s agenda included a good workout for the Infantry, and drill sessions, between rain showers, for the Artillery. The new Letcher County/Ben Caudill mountain howitzer was fired a couple of times, as was Little Jesse and “Gideon” from the Gaddis Battery. Due to complaints from the neighbors, there was no firing on Sunday, and the artillery instructor was a no-show. Efforts are underway to return the Letcher County/Ben Caudill mountain howitzer to its rightful home in Letcher County. It will soon begin to make an impressive appearance at local events, once a crew is assembled.

The Research Committee is looking forward to its May meeting in Whitesburg, as well as its June meeting in Jackson, in Breathitt County. All interested camp members are encouraged to attend and participate, as time and gasoline allows. Our research continues to identify men who served the Cause, and efforts to honor them appropriately are ongoing. The number of Confederate markers erected by the Ben Caudill Camp continues to grow ever closer to 1000. Two related events of major proportions took place in April; both in nearby Knott County. On April 24, the stones for the Childers family were erected at Redfox by Faron Sparkman, Richard Brown, Danny Taylor, Carlos Brock, Willis Strong, and Manton Ray Cornett. This Childers family included three generations of patriots; Grandfather Abraham Childers served on the Virginia Line during the American Revolution, his son, Private Goolsby Childers served in the 5th KY Infantry, and his grandsons, 4th Sergeant Abraham Childers and 2nd Corporal James M. Childers, were members of the 13th KY Cavalry. Then, on April 30, stones were erected for the five Confederates of Company E, of Caudill’s 13th KY Cavalry, who were ambushed and killed at the mouth of Nealy Creek, near Pinetop, in 1864. They were 4th Corporal Andrew Jackson Fouch, Private Malon Quillen, Private Elisha Mullins, and brothers, Private Marshall and 4th Corporal John L. Hall. A memorial to their sacrifice now stands proudly in the Bill D. Hall Cemetery, very near the graves of Marshall and John L.’s parents, David and Margaret Johnson Hall. Camp members Carlos Brock, Willis Strong, Randall Haddix and Manton Ray Cornett took part in this most honorable endeavor. Members of the Caudill Battery finally got their artillery re-certification at the Battle for Cumberland Gap, which was held on April 26-27. Once again, the weather was damp, and it seemed that nothing took place according to schedule. On Saturday, the Yankee guns opened up an hour early, catching our guns still in camp, with no chance to take them into town. All we could do was empty our revolvers at the “bullet-proof” Yankee Cavalry and then make ourselves scarce until it was over. Our guns did see action later in the day, and again on Sunday. We were in place by noon, and the action didn’t start until much, much later. Our thanks go out to Gaye Clark, who spent hours in our camp going over artillery drills, and then joined our Confederate artillery line on Sunday to help us shoot at Yankees. We are on the verge of setting that 1000th stone on June 1 in the Richard Smith Cemetery at Ary. We hope to see unprecedented participation in this historic event. From the Adjutant’s Desk

The Colonel Ben E. Caudill Camp # 1629 of the Sons of Confederate Veterans has approximately 75 members at this time. Two new members have filled out their applications and will be joining. I have the privilege of announcing that our camp has set another Revolutionary War Soldier’s tombstone. On April 24, Faron, Willis, Manton Ray, Danny, Carlos and myself set Private Abraham Childers’ tombstone (5th Virginia Line). We also set three Confederate tombstones as well; Private Goolsby Childers (son of Abraham) Company F, 5th KY Inf, and two his sons, Sergeant Abraham Childers (named after his grandfather) and Corporal James Childers, both of Company H, 13th Kentucky Cavalry. This concluded a two-year search. We hope to have a dedication for these four soldiers in late fall or early winter of this year. Kenny Cantrell said that his brother in law in Charleston, South Carolina, was sending a South Carolina flag for us to try at the Pound Gap Monument. He had told him about our having trouble with the flags and he went and talked to a local flag company there. We are to try the flag and tell them how it did. On a side note, the article on Kenny’s mother, Pauline, was in the May edition of the Kentucky Explorer. It was good to hear that our chaplain, Tabby Back, was back healthy again. Even better, he informed me that his son, Chris, is doing the best he has done in a long time. Hopefully Chris can join us back on the field again. The School of the Soldier held at Stewart Robinson School appeared to be a great success, regardless of the wet weather. I enjoyed learning about the artillery and would like to see more members help out with the cannons. To be able to run both of our cannons, we will need at least two more volunteers but could use more. The local VFW has asked us to fire the cannon for them at a memorial to all soldiers on Sunday, May 25, at 2:00 P.M. in front of the Military Museum. As Willis and Manton Ray are already obligated to using one of the cannons at Elkhorn City, we will need volunteers to use the second one at the memorial. In addition, I had also hoped that we could have a memorial at the Sandlick Cemetery Monument on the following Monday, Memorial Day. The celebration of President Jefferson Davis’ 200th birthday is scheduled to be held on the weekend of June 6th through 8th at Fairview. The event will coincide with the Kentucky Division Meeting as well. Hopefully, some members of the camp can make the more than six-hour trip. On the same weekend, the Battle of Jonesville will be held. General Jerry Parsons will be helping sponsor the event. It probably will be the last time that the battle is held on a part of the actual battleground. The former owner has sold the property to someone who is going to develop it. If you cannot make it to the event at Fairview, try to make it to this important reenactment. A working at the Pound Gap Monument desperately needs to be scheduled. The statue and the other stone are ready to be set. A trash pick up to raise money should be scheduled as well. We have not had a fund raiser in awhile and money is starting to get tight. Camp members Glenn Brown, Wendell Brown, David Brown and I cut the grass and picked up garbage around both the Pound Gap Monument and Sandlick Monument on Saturday, May 10. Also, on that same morning, camp members Wayne Watts, Ross Fleming, and I helped at the annual Kid’s Day event held at the old Stewart Robinson School near Blackey. A large number of local children enjoyed games, firetruck rides, archery, free food and other types of entertainment. Honoring the Memory of our Ancestors, I remain your Adjutant Brown.

If I could save the Union without freeing any slave, I would do it; and if I could save it by freeing all slaves, I would do it; and If I could save it by freeing some and leaving others alone I would do that. What I do about slavery and the colored race, I do because I believe it helps to save the Union; and what I forvear, I forvear because I don't really believe it would help to save the Union". Friday, May 15, 1863

In camp on Rockhouse Creek in Letcher County

Today returned to Colonel Hawkins’ camp on Rockhouse. Williams of the battery just returned from Abingdon, says: General Jackson is Dead! General Jackson is Dead! Was a nation’s woe ever condensed in so few words or a people’s calamity so far beyond language to express? O Fate “that is the unkindest stroke of all”! All other losses we have ever sustained are light in comparison with this great calamity. So mighty a warrior, so dauntless a spirit, so pure a patriot, and so devoted a Christian! A nation’s homage lay at his feet-its honor crown his brow. We have not another Jackson to die! Centuries are slow in the birth of such men. The Christian Napoleon! A greater than Alexander is dead. If a nation’s prayers and tears could have availed anything at a Throne of Mercy the Stonewall Jackson had not died! But God called him up higher and in the ranks of a mightier army and almost peerless in that innumerable host stands our great Warrior.

2. Andersonville, through whose gates some 45,000 Union prisoners passed in only fourteen months. The prison became, after the war, a focus of Northern resentment. 

3. Fort Donelson National Battlefield, on the Cumberland River in northern Tennessee. 

4. Harpers Ferry National Historical Park, which commemorates the 1859 raid of abolitionist John Brown. He and his followers seized the town’s armory, aiming to arm the slaves. The townspeople fought back and a Marine force led by Robert E. Lee stormed the building. Some regard Brown’s raid as the beginning of the Civil War. 

5. Wilson’s Creek National Battlefield. At the time of the battle, it was uncertain whether Missouri was to be part of the Union or Confederacy. 

6. Fort Pulaski National Monument, near Savannah. The loss of the fort and port was a major setback for the Confederacy in 1862. 

7. Manassas National Battlefield, with the victories in July 1861 and August 1862. (The Yankees called them the battles of Bull Run) 

8. Antietam National Battlefield in Maryland. 

9. Stones River National Historical Park near Murfreesboro. The contest occurred from December 31, 1862 to January 2, 1863. 

10. Chickamauga-Chattanooga, Lookout Mountain. 

11. At Fairview, Kentucky, a monument in honor of the Confederacy’s only president, Jefferson Davis. (At the site of his birth and childhood home)

Minutes

April 17, 2008

The monthly meeting of the Colonel Ben E. Caudill Camp No. 1629 of the Sons of Confederate Veterans was held on April 17, 2008, at the Letcher County Vocational School. Members present were: Danny Taylor, David Chaltas, Timothy Blair, Okie Blair, Les Williamson, Manton Ray Cornett, Britt Smith, Willis Strong, Wayne Watts, Carlos Brock, Richard Brown, Tanner Maggard, Leathan Whitaker, Tyler King, Kenneth Cantrell, and Gary Begley. 

Sergeant at Arms Wayne Watts called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance. Commander Chaltas led the Salute to the Confederate Flag. The commander then gave opening remarks and acknowledged the guests. As Chaplain Tabby Back was not present, the commander took the prayer request and led the prayer. He then read the list of “Those Who Have Gone Before”. He thanked Les Williamson and Sam Hatcher for attending and acknowledged a young man, Tanner Maggard, who wanted to join the SCV. The Ancestor Roll Call was conducted. Wayne Watts noted that a quorum was present and that the camp could conduct business. Les Williamson of the Arthur Camp from Corbin made a special presentation on the Hunley. He touched on the history of the Hunley plus the restoration process. He also noted that they have now concluded that the submarine’s commander, Lt. George Dixon, was from Kentucky. 

Adjutant Richard Brown read the minutes from last meeting (March 20) and accepted by acclamation. The Commander’s Comments noted that he had presented to the Rotary Club and several elementary schools in the past month. He talked about the Chaplain’s Comments and went over the upcoming events. Sam Hatcher gave three young men in attendance (Britt, Tanner, and Tyler) Caudill’s Army pins. Commander Chaltas gave each one a eagle clutching a Confederate flag. Lt. Commander Cornett gave his report. He announced that on May 13, the Research Committee would meet at the Whitesburg Library. He talked about finding soldier’s graves and also took a proclamation to Knott and Perry County Judges to sign declaring April “Confederate Month”. He said that he and Willis fired the new cannon and would need more members to help with the cannon crew. He announced that anyone could attend the School of the Soldier at Stewart Robinson School and get certified to be on the cannon crew. 

2nd Lt. Commander Willis Strong gave his report. He talked about ongoing research for the graves of soldiers and read a list of soldiers being presently searched for. Adjutant Richard Brown gave the Adjutant Report. Commander Chaltas announced that he ordering the new Confederate Kin II book and recommended that Manton Ray Cornett replace John Back as being able to sign checks (require two signatures to sign, Richard Brown and Danny Taylor are assignees). The commander suggested using Ben Buster’s name somehow in naming the new cannon (Yankee Buster maybe?) He strongly urged all camp members to support our youth. Gary Begley paid $35 to the camp to be able to hold duel memberships (Private Ezekiel Brashears and Caudill Camps). Carlos Brock talked about the Research Committee. Carlos will call a special meeting of the bylaw committee at the next meeting. The First Reading of the amendment to the bylaws (changing required number of members present from 12 to 10). He announced that we will soon be setting the 1000th tombstone. It will be the Richard Smith stone at Ary, Kentucky, Rt 476, four miles off of Hwy 80, just past Robinson Elementary School. He said that the Letcher County Historical Society will be meeting on May 13 during the Research Committee meeting. 

Commander Chaltas recommended to Gary Begley that the new camp, Ezekiel Brashears, delegate someone to do public relations. Danny Taylor sold Jeff Davis hat pins for $3.00. Richard gave out the Trivia Questions, and read Captain Guerrant’s entry for April 17, 1863. Commander Chaltas read a saying by General Robert E. Lee that he made after the war. Danny Taylor read a statement made by Jefferson Davis that was made during the Mexican War. Gary Begley announced that the Hunley replication will be at the Leatherwood event in October of 2009. Sam Hatcher talked about the Kentucky SCV license plate. Commander Chaltas announced that the Caudill Camp’s scholarship of $250 had been announced at the new High School and on the school’s website. The meeting was closed by prayer and announced that the next meeting would be May 15.
